PUBLIC HEARINGS:


2007 Budget Resources


Mayor Sigfrinius opened the public hearing on the 2007 Budget resources at 7:02 PM.  Mr Bellamy noted the 1% increase has been set in a reserve for an unnamed project for the past three years and is approximately $27,000.  The current request would be for $8,934.94, however it was pointed out that ½ of this amount is paid by Goldendale Energy.  This equates to $3.10 per thousand on a property owners taxes.  This tax is a replacement tax each year.   There being no public comment the meeting was closed at 7:10 PM


Preliminary 2007 Budget


Mayor Sigfrinius opened the public hearing on the 2007 preliminary budget at 7:11 PM.  Mr. Bellamy explained the first preliminary budget was $400,000 over limits but after council workshop, department meetings and considerable work a balanced budget will be submitted to council on December 4, 2006.  The departments will meet to work on this tomorrow.  There being no public comment the meeting was closed at 7:14 PM.

CONSENT AGENDA:

MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE , SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER HOCTOR TO APPROVE THE CONSENT AGENDA CONSISTING OF THE MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 6, 2006, CLAIMS WARRANTS # 24327-24357 IN THE AMOUNT OF $63,954.79 AND PAYROLL WARRANTS # 25588-25635 IN THE AMOUNT OF $55,429.31 FOR PAYROLL OCTOBER 16, 2006-OCTOBER 3, 2006.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS:


Public Works:


David Griffin reported on the storm drain problems with the recent rains and by root problems.  He noted the I & I increased during this period but they are surviving it.  Even though the crew is short handed they have been working at picking up the leaves to prevent further storm drain problems.  



Mr. Griffin informed council that the City had been denied the TIB grants for Railroad and East Collins.



He has met with the forester on the Mountain Springs and discussed a plan for the dead trees that are standing, the fuel on the ground, possible grinding of trees and harvesting of 1000 trees.   He talked about the check the City received from Art by Nature for $3,400 for the trees they used and that this could be a source of spring and fall income.  It would provide funding for future Mt. Springs projects.


The new generator has been set at the Police Department.



The WWTP SCADA computer is 5 years old land failing.  The cost to replace with be $6,000-$9,000 for the computer and over $12,000 for the software with a possible cost of $20,000+.  He is looking at purchasing the computer and transferring the software currently owned by the city at this time.


Police Department:


Police Chief Richard Johnson stated he had recently attending the WASPC Conference and has applied for a co-chair Technical Committee position which could bring some assistance to the City of Goldendale.  He said e-tickets are coming and this could help the City get equipment and/or funding.  This confirmed his meeting with the Mayor and Judge Altman on the need for computers in the cares by next year.



He gave an update on auto thefts, pursuing and eluding and ID theft.  In fact, he had received a report at 5:30 today of a former citizen having a problem with ID theft.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:


Brighter Goldendale Christmas Committee


Patricia Shamek, co-chair of the Brighter Goldendale Christmas Committee requested permission to hold a fireworks display with the Candy Cane lane Christmas Parade on December 9, 2006.  Dirk Knudson has agreed to allow the committee to use his property behind the Shell Station to shoot off the display being presented by Western International Fireworks.  There will be a few shots as the parade begins and the remainder after the Christmas tree lighting.  Western International Fireworks is providing a $1,000,000 insurance policy naming both Mr. Knudson and the City of Goldendale as additional insured.

MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER HOCTOR, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER JOHNSTON TP APPROVE THE FIREWORKS DISPLAY BY THE BRIGHTER GOLDENDALE CHRISTMAS COMMITTEE WITH THE INSURANCE POLICY NAMING THE CITY OF GOLDENDALE AS AN ADDITIONAL INSURED.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.


Jail Contract-Klickitat County:



Police Chief Johnson introduced the Agreement for Use of Klickitat County Adult Correction and Detention Facility between Klickitat County and the City of Goldendale for 2007.  He said the agreement started before he was hired but the proposal is for a flat rate for bed space in the amount of $43,000 per year.  This year the City spent over $50,000 and this amount can be tracked and re-negotiated after the third quarter.  This is a 4 year contract which includes medical and the need for a 1 hour call to the police department if a prisoner is taken to the hospital so City can release that prisoner and not incur the medical expenses.  


The Toppenish Jail contract is a fall back and it is hoped all prisoners can be housed in Klickitat County.  Transportation to Toppenish takes both time, money and taking an employee from other jobs.  Currently there is no one housed in Toppenish, but prisoners did not like to be sent to Toppenish.




MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER HOCTOR, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE THE AGREEMENT WITH KLICKITAT COUNTY FOR THE ADULT CORRECTION AND DETENTION FACILITY.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.


Jail Contract-Toppenish


MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER HOCTOR, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE TO AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE THE AMENDMENT TO THE INTERLOCAL JAIL AGREEMENT WITH THE CITY OF TOPPENISH.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

2006 EDA Selection


Mayor Sigfrinius noted this is the time to make the selection for the 2006 City recommendation to the Klickitat County EDA Board for funding of possible grants within our jurisdiction.



Lanae Johnson of the After School Project asked that any funding received by them be sent through the 4-H Leader Council on a reimbursement basis.


Crystal Dodge of the PALS program expressed surprise as she thought all funding would be through them.  She invited the councilmembers to the December 15 Manners Awards banquet.



MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER JOHNSTON, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER ABBOTT TO ADOPT RESOLUTION 502 LISTING THE CITY OF GOLDENDALE PRIORITY PROJECTS FOR THE KLICKITAT COUNTY PUBLIC ECONIMIC DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY AS #1 MID-COLUMBIA PALS/AFTER SCHOOL PROGRAMS, #2 GOLDENDALE GRANGE, AND #3 KLICKITAT COUNTY RURAL 7.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

Small and Attractive Nuisance:


This is a recommendation of the State Auditor to adopt the City’s asset policy and procedures/small and attractive nuisance policy by resolution.


MOVED BY COUNCILMEMBER HOCTOR, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER JOHNSTON TO ADOPT RESOLUTION 503 BEING THE ADOPTION OF THE SMALL AND ATTRACTIVE NUISANCE ASSET AND PROCEDURE POLICY.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.
COUNCILMEMBER REPORTS:

Councilmembers Hoctor and Eaton wished everyone a Happy Thanksgiving.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR REPORT


Mr. Bellamy is working on the seeking a firm to work with the City on planning services for the growth management plan and to update the zoning and subdivision codes, look at the observatory master plan ideas and downtown improvement and revitalization.  A contract should be ready for the next meeting.


The planning commission has recently heard a request for a preliminary plat from Montana Development and the council will be requested to set a public hearing date in December.

Councilmember Johnston and Mr. Bellamy will be meeting to look at an RV ordinance and planning issues.


Mr. Bellamy updated the council on the complications on the demolition of the 3 buildings recently burned down town.  He has been trying to work with the owners, but one of the owners had no insurance and one owner was underinsured.  If the City is required to start a legal process the costs will go up due to the requirement to pay prevailing wages.  There is concern about the structural soundness of the buildings and the fact it may not be safe to even clean up the alley at this time.


He stated there will be a bid/contract for the cultural assessment of the East Side Water Main project on the next council.


The removal of the tire pile is nearing completion of Phase I and Phase II will require an additional $350,000.
