A MOTION BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER DIXON TO APPROVE THE CONSENT AGENDA CONSISTING OF THE MINUTES FOR SEPTEMBER 5, 2006, CLAIMS WARRANTS #24084-24128 IN THE AMOUNT OF $105,966.74, AND PAYROLL WARRANTS #25351-25398 IN THE AMOUNT OF $55,347.96 FOR PAYROLL ENDING AUGUST 31, 2006.   MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS:


Public Works Director, Dave Griffin reviewed with Council the various projects being worked on by Public Works.  Disassembly on bloodgood has begun, paving on Ankeny and Grant has begun and the roller is working well.

Also addressed was the water problem on the apartments that burned near the Methodist Church.   PWD Griffin stated the problem is the landowners.  A two block radius has been checked and whatever water issues the owners continue to have they must deal with.

PWD Griffin talked with Council about a Stewardship Plan and a Gentleman who is interested in purchasing tress out of the watershed area and willing to pay a fair price.


Sgt Bartkowski with GPD spoke on the necessity of keeping Officer Wyzykowski on staff through December 31, 2006.  He made it abundantly clear that Officer Wyzykowski is an exceptional officer in all areas.  Also it was noted that there will be a number of absences by officers due to vacations and “maternity leave.”  With all that is coming Sgt Bartkowski requests we keep Officer Wyzykowski on duty through year end.
A consensus of Council was given.  City Administrator Bellamy noted he would be contacting the Civil Service and Union Agencies on this further employment.

A MOTION BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER JOHNSTON TO AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE THE CASCADE WOODLANDS FOREST AND RECREATION SERVICES PROPOSAL WITH THE CITY OF GOLDENDALE FOR A STEWARDSHIP PLAN IN THE AMOUNT OF $7,710.00 INCLUSIVE OF TAX.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY 6-0 WITH COUNCILMEMBERS HOCTOR, EATON, MONTANYE, JOHNSTON, DIXON AND ABBOT VOTING IN FAVOR.

At the October 2nd meeting Mr. Bellamy stated he hoped to address the web design proposal, the mower for Public Works, and our new Telecommunications Network.
