DEPARTMENT REPORTS:


Chief Johnson thanked everyone for the opportunity to work in Goldendale.  Noted he and his family were anxious to get settled, and he was excited to begin work.

Sergeant Bartkowski told Council that the Officers were excited about having the new Chief on Board and were looking forward to working with him.  


Council was informed that focus on traffic was on the Police agenda.  They would be concentrating on NE High St and S Columbus; both areas have had a number of speeding complaints.  Also, Sgt Bartkowski noted that Office Lucatero would begin working the DARE program in the schools October through March of next year.


COUNCIL BUSINESS:


Interlocal Agreement – CKCPRD


The Central Klickitat County Parks and Recreation District had requested some changes to the previous Interlocal agreement.  Those changes have been made and Council was presented with a final document for approval for the new pool cover.

Web Design Proposal

The Council was presented with a proposal by Pam Ritzenthaler, associate of Kent Heighton the City’s computer consultant, to design and upgrade the City of Goldendale’s website.  The proposal is for $4,500.00 inclusive of tax and was budgeted for in the 2006 budget.
A MOTION BY COUNCILMEMBER JOHNSTON, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER DIXON TO HAVE THE MAYOR EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT WITH PAM RITZENTHALER TO UPDATE AND PREPARE THE CITY’S WEBSITE IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $4,500.00.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.


Industrial Park Final Plat Approval

A MOTION BY COUNCILMEMBER HOCTOR, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE TO TABLE FINAL PLAT APPROVAL DUE TO A DISCREPANCY BETWEEN THE MAPS AND LEGAL DESCRIPTION.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

City Administrator Larry Bellamy reviewed the proposed preliminary budget with Council.  It was noted that the budget included department head requests, however was over by approximately $392,000.00.  This document is for review and will be used at the budget workshop which is scheduled for October 22, 2006 from 9:00-4:00 in the Council Chambers.

REPORT OF MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR & COUNCILMEMBERS: 
Mayor’s Report:   Noted that the Maryhill Loops Run was successful once again.  People came from all around in cool cars for the event.
Councilmember Cuff:
Wants to know when Code Enforcement will do its job.
City Administrator Bellamy:     Addressed Councilmember Cuff’s concerns first noting that Andy O’Connor, Code Enforcement had prepared information on his work on code enforcement since the inception of the ordinance in July.  The list contained 60 names of individuals with nuisance issues, 18 have been addressed and resolved, 42 remain.  Of those 42, contact has been made and the City will proceed step by step as the new ordinance allows.

Mr. Bellamy also noted that Lorraine will be present at the November 6th meeting for a recap on the Festival of Wheels, and a calendar update for 2007.
