CONSENT AGENDA:

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Dixon to approve the consent agenda consisting of the minutes for February 20, 2007 and, Claims Warrants #24786-24820 in the amount of $41,068.77, and Payroll Warrants #26004-26051 in the amount of $53,422.78 for Payroll ending February 15, 2007.   Motion Carried Unanimously.


Public Works Director Griffin advised Council that Administration had been reviewing the “mower” situation and believes it would be in the best interest of the City to go out for bid.  It is believed the competitiveness of the bid process would best serve the City.  Council indicated they approved of the bid process for the mower.

Also noted was the meeting on March 8th with the Department of Health in Yakima.

Police Chief Rick Johnson noted to Council that Maria was back from Maternity Leave, his first trip to Fort Lewis for “free” equipment, etc was quite eventful and the City received many useful things, and the Sergeants test would be held on March 7th.

Meetings are being held between the County, City and Cities of Bingen & White Salmon regarding the combination of agencies using the same reporting system.

REPORT OF MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR & COUNCILMEMBERS: 
Councilmember Montanye:
questioned City Administrator Larry Bellamy about the numbering in the Glover/Whitney area of town, and requested that the City look into some annexations.

Councilmember Cuff:   inquired about the cleanup schedule on the downtown fire properties.

Councilmember Dixon:  inquired about the meeting on the 8th with Department of Health. 
Councilmember Johnston:  inquired about the pool and where things stand with the pool cover.
City Administrator Bellamy:  Informed Council about a number of Committee meetings he would like to schedule.  It was determined that on March 15th, at 2:00 p.m. the EDA would meet, on March 19 at 6:00 the Ordinance Committee will meet and the regular Council meeting will follow at 7:00, and on Monday the 26th at 6:00 the budget committee will meet and be followed with a 7:00 meeting with Cal Jordan to review his work on the Comprehensive plan.   
PUBLIC COMMENT:
Jerry Ream, Goldendale – requested an update on the hospital helipad issue.  The Mayor told Mr. Ream that he had spoken with the hospital and would be talking with them again.  Mayor Sigfrinius stated he would give them a timeframe in which to resolve the issues.

Rick Gable, Goldendale – invited the Council to attend a Community Meeting on 15th of March at 6:00 p.m. at the Goldendale Grange to answer questions on the Brim Management team and its management of the hospital and its employees.

Mayor Sigfrinius --  requested that a brief executive session be held before adjourning the Council meeting.
