March 19, 2007
The regular session the Goldendale City Council was called to order by Mayor Mark Sigfrinius on Monday, March 19, 2007 at 7:00 PM in Council Chambers.

CONSENT AGENDA:

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Dixon to approve the consent agenda consisting of the minutes for March 5, 2007 and, Claims Warrants #24824-24876 in the amount of $95,418.56, and Payroll Warrants #26052-26107 in the amount of $78,867.87 for Payroll ending February 28, 2007.   Motion Carried Unanimously.
PRESENTATION:
Jeff Teal, Wayne Claussen, Pat Scarola, Ramona Reynolds, Sharon Cox, and Jerry Ream—all of Goldendale, spoke regarding the Klickitat Valley Health Services Helipad issue.  A variety of arguments for and against the helipad  were given including funding, best placement for construction, needs of the community, etc.

Mr. Teal noted that the main reason for the presentation was to request an extension of time for the hospital to review options available for site location and further review/study feasibility of selected site.

The Council discussed at length their concerns on life flight landing in the street and the absolute necessity for landing to be redirected to another site, preferably hospital property.
Upon conclusion of all discussion, the Council determined the hospital had until May 21, 2007, to select a location and present that information to Council.  Mr. Teal and hospital administration present were asked to attend the Council meeting on the 21st of May, with their final site determination.  In the meantime, the Council further requested that the hospital take steps to minimize the impact of landings during that two month time frame by keeping weeds cut, garbage picked up, and the street be “wet-down” before a landing.  The hospital agreed to the request.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS:


Chief Johnson informed Council that 5 officers had applied for and taken the test for the Sergeant position.  Upon completion, Officer Jay Hunziker was promoted to the sergeant position.  He will begin his duties effective March 16, 2007.


The GPD is working with the County and Bingen/White Salmon on obtaining a grant for the report writing software.

REPORT OF MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR & COUNCILMEMBERS: 
Councilmember Abbott:
Requested information about the next Resource meeting.  It was set for April 9, at 2:00 p.m.

Councilmember Johnston:  Noted the importance of the water issues facing the City and putting in place appropriate fee schedules.

Councilmember Dixon:  Asked where the City stood on the various annexation requests.  City Administrator Larry Bellamy reviewed current requests and told Council he would keep them informed.
Councilmember Cuff:  Requested pool status information; and questioned why there was no Citizen Review Board meeting this month.

City Administrator Montanye:  Requested status on the addressing issue, why we don’t have a Fire Marshall, and possibility of passing an ordinance that addresses the main street sidewalks having furniture and such on them.
City Administrator Larry Bellamy:  Informed Council that the City purchased a paint striper for $1000.00 from the County and striping would begin in April. Other questions addressed were: 

Address handouts were given and reviewed by Council, with the focus on the Glover St/Franklin Court/Whitney Drive area.  

Clean up day has been set and advertising will begin shortly.

The 29th is the scheduled bid opening for the mower.

The progress/status of the pool cover development was reviewed.

The Citizen Review Board did not have a meeting due to timing of the last set of letters that had been mailed.
PUBLIC COMMENT:
Jerry Ream, Goldendale – Thanked the City Council for its patience and help in addressing the helipad issue.
Craig Juris and Tim O’Neill, Klickitat County Prosecuting Attorney’s Office wanted to publicly thank Council for the visible amount of cooperation before City and County Law Enforcement since Chief Johnson assumed command.  Also, they spoke on a couple of programs that were available for use by the City, noting the Chief had been informed of these useful programs.
