May 7, 2007
The regular session the Goldendale City Council was called to order by Mayor Mark Sigfrinius on Monday, May 7, 2007 at 7:00 PM in Council Chambers.

PUBLIC HEARING:


Six Year Street Plan
Mayor Sigfrinius opened the first Public Hearing on the Six Year Street Plan at 7:01 p.m. and with no person coming forward to speak for or against, closed the public hearing at 7:04 p.m.  
The Council had questions regarding street lengths and streets listed on the plan and requested PWD Griffin bring back information at the next Council meeting.  
CONSENT AGENDA:

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to approve the consent agenda consisting of the minutes for April 16, 2007 and, Claims Warrants #24969-25026 in the amount of $67,271.14, and Payroll Warrants #26267-26323 in the amount of $57,231.16 for Payroll ending April 15, 2007.   Motion Carried Unanimously.
PRESENTATIONS:

Tourism


Lorraine Reynolds presented the activities calendar for the 2007 update on tourism.  Many activities are scheduled for the Goldendale area, both inside and outside the City limits.  During the Blue Moon Festival there is a dinner for the NASA Astronaut at the Goldendale Country Club.  Lorraine has requested that as many Councilmember’s and City Administration attend the dinner as possible.


Also, Lorraine reminded Council that the Biggs Bridge would be closing on September 4, 2007 for renovation, only reopening for a week during the Christmas Holiday season, and then closes again for the remaining 4-6 months of renovation.  Her concern(s) of course were how the closure would impact the number of tourism events scheduled in our area.


Forest Stewardship Plan

Arnie Arneson with Cascade Woodlands presented his draft Forest Stewardship Plan.  Mr. Arneson reviewed the plan with the Council and asked that each member also review on their own and contact him if they have any questions.  
DEPARTMENT REPORTS:


Dave Griffin PWD reported that the new mower is in and hopefully will be able to be used quickly to take care of rock & debris removal from the sidewalk.  The strippers will be here this week to take care of the town.   Lastly, the subdivision off of Whitney is progressing nicely.  Curbs and paving will be completed in the next couple of weeks. 
Chief Johnson made Council aware that the graffiti currently being spread around Goldendale is not work of gangs.  It is “taggers” doing the damage and based on what the graffiti means he believes the Police will be able to identify the individuals doing the “tagging.”  Officer Mutch has been assigned to handle the situation.

Chief Johnson noted that Officer Wyzykowski will be in the academy now for the next five months.  


The grant was approved for the Spielman software for the Law Enforcement Offices of the County, now everyone will need to sharpen pencils to get the numbers where the remainder to be paid is within each agencies budget.

June 14-16 there will be an emphasis on traffic, especially in the school zones.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:

Police Vehicle Purchase

Chief Johnson presented a proposal to purchase a used Chevrolet Tahoe.  This vehicle would replace any one of the vehicles currently in the fleet which have quit running.   The purchase involves two Tahoe’s, one is not worth anything other than parts, but part of the deal with City of Portland is that we take both vehicles for the price of one. 

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to authorize the purchase of two Chevrolet Tahoe’s for a purchase price of $7,500.00.  Motion Carried Unanimously.


Re-conveyance of Right of Way


City Administrator Larry Bellamy noted to Council that this issue has been resolved via a permit process.

A motion by Councilmember Hoctor, seconded by Councilmember Montanye to have the City Administration handle the Right of Way Re-conveyance ensuring that any and all restrictions be addressed on the Right of Way Permit.  Motion Carried Unanimously.
RESOLUTIONS:

Appointment to Columbia Gorge Housing Authority


This resolution would authorize the appointment of Mike Montanye to the Columbia Gorge Housing Authority.  It was noted for the record that Councilmember Abbott would need to recuse himself from voting on the appointment and any issues relating to the Columbia Gorge Housing Authority due to the fact that he is an employee and his wages are determined by the very board Mr. Montanye would be apart of.

A motion by Councilmember Hoctor, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to approve Resolution No. 509 appointing Mike Montanye to the Columbia Gorge Housing Authority to represent the City of Goldendale.  Motion Carried 5-0 with Councilmember Montanye abstaining, and Councilmember Abbott recusing himself.
Health
REPORT OF MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR & COUNCILMEMBERS: 
Councilmember Johnston:  Requested an ordinance be developed and presented at the next Council meeting addressing an increase in water/sewer rates.

Councilmember Cuff:  Acknowledged the hard work of the individuals working on the different homes that need cleanup, however he requests that we begin earlier on the process and incorporate a citation for short term problems.

Councilmember Montanye:  Would like the City to address merchandise being displayed on the store fronts/sidewalks, mandatory garbage pickup, and a ticketing process for garbage situations.
City Administrator Larry Bellamy:  Requests that Council not adjourn tonight’s meeting but rather continue the meeting until Tuesday at 7:00 p.m. to allow for awarding the pool bid.  A representative from Yeadon will be here on Tuesday the 8th at 2:00 p.m. to address concerns with the pool committee, and then the meeting at 7:00 would allow for a conclusion to the bid process.
Also, it was noted that Jeff Teal of Klickitat Valley Health Services will be ready with their presentation on a solution to the helipad situation at the hospital.  The item is on the May 21st agenda.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
Ken McKune, 519 E Broadway St, Goldendale requested a review be completed on the possibility of reduced rates for the disabled, he noted we already have reduced rates for the elderly but nothing that addresses disabled persons.
A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to continue the regular meeting of the Council until 7:00 p.m., Tuesday, May 8th.  Motion Carried Unanimously.
