CONTINUED REGULAR MEETING

MAY 8, 2007
The Continued Regular meeting of the Goldendale City Council was called to order by Mayor Mark Sigfrinius on Tuesday, May 8, 2007 at 7:00 PM in Council Chambers.

CONTINUED COUNCIL BUSINESS:


Mayor Sigfrinius opened the continued May 7, 2007 regular meeting to consider the recommendation to the pool board for the award of the bids for the pool cover.

Mike Montanye said they are trying to salvage the money left for the pool cover which was left by the Wilma Olsen Estate.  The project must be started by August, 2007 or they will lose it.  They can not build the type of cover they would like to build, but for the money and the time they have this is the best possible solution.  


Tom Cuff stated he feels the same way.  He has observed this situation for a number of years.  There has been talk of various things but most were cost prohibitive.  After listening to the Yeadon representative, he is convinced this system can be installed and work for the next 15-20 years and the community can get enjoyment out of it.  Over the next 15-20 years the community may plan to put up another type of system, funding obtained but this is a good stop gap measure that we will enjoy for the next 20 years.  At that time you could replace only the cover, but it could be operated year around if there is justification or take down if you don’t.

Jennifer Smith believed in the project and felt it could work.  The pool committee reviewed the prior bid with metal building now being approximately $800,000, the glass building is now 1.3 million dollars.  These are not feasible because of the raise in building supplies due to Hurricane Katrina.  The cheaper options were researched, she talked to many people throughout the US.  This allows users an outdoor pool during the summer and an indoor pool four more months during the year.  It is not a twelve month pool and they do not intend to operate 12 months a year.  This is an option within the budget and allows them to do what they want to do and allows the community to have what they want. She was satisfied with the how the cover would go on and how it was manufactured.  Of the four members present during this meeting with the representative we agreed to recommend the site work and the cover/HVAC bids contingent upon the Rec Board voting tomorrow night.  


Dustin Conroy talked about the amount of time researching the types of covers, hired an architect, changed architects and went out to bid and this meets out budget.  A 15-20 year cover may have changes during that time span.  Times change.  The pool committee feels this is the best option.

  
Mr. Bellamy noted there were only two bids submitted for the pool cover and a letter has been received from ASATI that if the proposed option is not accepted they wish to remove their bid.  This makes their bid not responsive.  

Mr. Bellamy said that assuming you plan to act on the recommendation of the pool committee, the council would approve by motion pending a decision by the pool committee. 

Cal Jordan, Architect for the pool committee, explained that Alternate #1 for the pool cover allowed for a handicap or disabled person being able to use an alternate entry to the pool without loosing pressure to the cover.  This takes into fact that if the air is lost in the bubble, it would allow for a disabled person to get out of the pool and out of bubble in adequate time.  There is a plan for a back up gas generator if power is lost which kicks in and keeps the dome inflated.  A worse case scenario if all else fails and the dome starts to deflate, the one thing we have to demonstrate to the State is irrespective of the airlock is that if the dome deflates for whatever reason, what does it take time wise to have that doom inflated.  The airlock is a back up.  He recommends holding that alternative bid until they have a clarification from the State.


Alternate No. 2 is a wind sensor is a device that monitors the amount of wind blown and if there are gusts or wind speeds which might deflate the dome.  The wind sensor kicks in a secondary fans to increase pressure in the dome to keep the dome inflated.  It does not work very effective in gusting winds because of lag time.  It is desirable but not mandatory.  During the day the dome pressure can be adjusted manually, but during the winter months if the dome is left up and unoccupied they felt it would be needed.  Base bid included everything but the unit.


Alternate No. 3 is the option for the storage shed for the HVAC system and a 12’ long insulated duct.  


COUNCILMEMBER CUFF MOVED, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE TO AWARD THE BID FOR THE SWIMMING POOL COVER TO YEADON WITH A BASE BID IN THE AMOUNT OF $294,129.03, WITH ALTERNATE BID #1 IN THE AMOUNT OF $10,349.78 FOR AN AIRLOCK FOR HANDICAP OR DISABLED DOORS SUBJECT TO IT BEING REQUIRED BY WASHINGTON STATE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH, ALTERNATE BID #2 FOR A WIND SENSOR DEVISE IN THE AMOUNT OF $8,062.50 CONTINGENT UPON APPROVAL BY THE CENTRAL KLICKITAT COUNTY PARKS AND RECREATION BOARD.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

Councilmember Eaton asked about the wind factor in cities checked in other parts of the US.


Jennifer Smith replied that the one in Tampa, Florida went through a hurricane, but they are set up to deal with the weather.


The standard is for 90 mph winds.  


Tom Cuff feels the wind will not be a big factor if it is set up right with the right air pressure.


Mr. Bellamy said there were two bidders for the site and bathhouse extension.  Tom-El Construction was the low bidder with a base bid of $176,748, alternate #1 was the storage shed /mechanical room, alternate #2 was additional concrete that we aren’t sure will be necessary for the pool deck.  The west and east sides have 4 feet of concrete but the north and south sides have a 2 foot sides of concrete and whether these were adequate to support the uplift of the cover.  This alternate will be needed after talking to Yeadon today.  The pool committee recommends awarding base bid and alternate #2.


COUNCILMEMBER CUFF MOVED, SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER MONTANYE TO AWARD THE SITE BATHHOUSE IMPROVEMENTS BID TO TOM-EL CONSTRUCTION WITH A BASE BID OF $176,796 INCLUDING ALTERNATE #2 FOR THE $12,804 CONTINGENT UPON APPROVAL BY THE PARK AND RECREATION DISTRICT.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.
