June 2, 2008

Mayor Arletta Parton called the regular session the Goldendale City Council to order on Monday, June 2, 2008 at 7:00 PM in Council Chambers.

CONSENT AGENDA:
A motion by Councilmember Hoctor, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to approve the Consent Agenda consisting of the minutes of the regular council meeting of May 19, 2008 and claims warrants #26334-26336 and 26339-26366 in 

the amount of $49,791.62 and Payroll warrants #27663-27811 in the amount of $60,890.52 for payroll ending May 15, 2008.   Motion Carried Unanimously.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS:



Public Safety Director Johnson reported there were 138 cases in the past two weeks.  Overall caseload in 2008 is up a few more than in 2007.  Graduation is on June 6th and extra patrols will be out both for traffic guidance and reports of planned parties.  


The fire department is meeting every other Monday, administrative work is getting updated and put in order.  There was a fire issue at the beginning of the Bluegrass Festival, a trailer awning caught fire, otherwise things are progressing well at the department.  


The new patrol officer is doing quite well and is on his own for patrols.


Public Works Director Grundei noted crack sealing is scheduled for next week; stripping has started and provided weather conditions prevail the remainder of the work will be completed within the next week.  Certification testing will be attended by Bert Oswalt, Rogena Johnson, and Keith Grundei in the following week; and various legal requirements for the water/sewer system were reviewed.


Mr. Grundei requested that Council consider using a consultant to pull together the necessary information on mapping the water/sewer line history as well as water system plans, sewer plans, etc so the legal mandates that are due to the various state agencies by 2009-2010 are both timely and accurate.


Clerk/Treasurer Hansen requested an executive session regarding contract negotiations be added to the meeting agenda for tonight.

A motion by Councilmember Hoctor, seconded by Councilmember Balcom to amend the agenda to include an executive session for the purpose of contract negotiations.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:

Rural Development Financing – City Administrator Bellamy presented Council with an update on financing for the East Collins Project as well as other water/sewer/street projects.  Mr. Bellamy is requesting consensus from Council on the funding proposal from the United States Rural Development Department.  (Materials were provided to Council in their packets of the loan structuring and will be held with the original Council packet.)

A motion by Councilmember Balcom, seconded by Councilmember Montanye to have City Administrator Bellamy continue working with the United States Rural Development Department to finalize the necessary grant/loan documents to finance both phases of the Water Distribution system Improvements.  Motion Carried Unanimously.  

ORDINANCES:

2nd Reading of Adult Entertainment

This is the second reading of the final draft of the revised GMC 5.24 and 17.37 addressing adult entertainment in the City of Goldendale.  Other than grammatical and formatting changes the ordinance content is as presented for its first reading.  No changes have been made to the body of the ordinance.  Also, presented to Council by Mr. Bellamy was a fee review of various City’s throughout Washington comparing the fee schedule set up for adult entertainment for comparison purposes.

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Balcom to adopt Ordinance No. 1376 revising chapters 5.24 and 17.37 of the GMC on Adult Entertainment.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

Health

REPORT OF MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR & COUNCILMEMBERS: 
Mayor Parton informed Council that she will be attending the AWC conference the week of June 16th and will not be at Council.  Mayor Pro-tem Hoctor will preside.  Also Mayor Parton read and invitation to New Hope Farms anniversary celebration.

Councilmember Montanye:  Requested a review of the Bathke property for compliance with the County Conditional Use Permit; further, he requested that if they are not complying that the issue be turned over to the Citizen’s Review Board.

City Administrator Larry Bellamy: 
Noted a couple of specific meeting date reminders to Council --  1) June 5th from 5-7 in the Council Chambers a review of the East Collins Project for the public to attend; 2) June 10 at 7:00 at the swimming pool, the dedication of the new Pool Cover by the Park and Rec District;  3) June 23rd at 7:00, a Special Meeting of Council, to select the contractor for the East Collins Project.

Also a memo noting all projects being worked on by the City was presented and a copy will be kept with the original Council packet of the June 2, 2008 meeting.

Public Comment:
Alex Gorrod read a statement, which will be on file with the original Council packet, on the adult entertainment ordinance.

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to adjourn to executive session for contract negotiations for a time not to exceed 30 minutes.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

Council resumed session from executive session after 30 minutes with no decisions having been made.
