REGULAR MEETING

June 16, 2008

Mayor Pro-tem Gary Hoctor called the regular session the Goldendale City Council to order on Monday, June 16, 2008 at 7:00 PM in Council Chambers.

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to excuse Councilmembers Eaton and Balcom due to prior commitments.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

CONSENT AGENDA:
A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to approve the Consent Agenda consisting of the minutes of the regular council meeting of June 2, 2008 and claims warrants 26367-26409 in the amount of $38,957.98, and payroll warrants 27812-27876 in the amount of $93,729.71 for payroll dated May 31, 2008.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

PRESENTATIONS:


J.T. Halverson introduced himself and noted to Council that the Pledge of Allegiance is being spoken incorrectly.  He said that few people are aware but the Pledge should not be spoken as if there is a comma between “one nation” and “under God.” In fact there is not a comma present.  It was requested that we keep this in mind for future pledges.


J.T. Halverson then presented a request to Council for the vacation and relocation of the 10” water main easement.  Support documentation was presented to Council via council packet that includes maps showing location(s) of property lines, waterlines, and easements.  Mr. Halverson told Council that this easement situation is preventing him from beginning work on his new home, which he hoped to begin building on right away to be finished before year-end.


Upon review council determined that Mayor Parton and City Administrator Larry Bellamy should meet with Mr. Halverson and come up with an easement solution that is in the best interest of all parties, however no cost to the City should be incurred on the City’s behalf to create the new easement.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS:



Public Safety Director Johnson  

-- Fire Department

The fire department is in need of new pagers.  The current ones are 15-16 years old.  He would like to begin replacing in groups of 10 and then begin a consistent cycling program for all smaller equipment needing replacement.  Chief Johnson noted that the costs for the first 10 would be in the $4000-$4500 range.  The pagers would then be distributed based on top participation and down.  Also, the Legion Club flag burning ceremony will be held this week.  



--Police Department


Reimbursement grant through CJT has been approved to purchase a trailer for transport of “hazmat” equipment.  The grant is for $2500.00 and the trailer was able to be purchased at Home Depot in The Dalles for a price that the grant will cover.


Active shooter training will be held this week at the Goldendale High School gym.  Many participants from the County, City, State, Parks, Fish and Game, etc will be attending.   High school students have been recruited to be the “targets” for the purposes of this training.


Chief Johnson wanted to let council know that he and his staff will be making some structural changes to the Police Department to allow for more workspace.  He is consulting with both a contractor and the City Building Inspector to insure that any walls removed or changes made will not compromise the integrity of the building itself.


Public Works Director Grundei   Informed council that crack-sealing work is progressing nicely.  Many streets are completed and work will continue throughout the summer to complete.  White striping will be done next week, in time for the Community Days weekend.


12/15 contractors attended the mandatory meeting of bidders for the East Collins Street Project. A contractor/bid has been selected and we need to follow through with the Special Meeting of Council on June 23rd to award the bid.


Don Kastle, Site Manager, Cottonwood RV Park and Mr. Grundei reviewed with Council a fence issue at Ekone Park.  There is a need for the fence that separates Cottonwood RV and Ekone Park to be closed off in one area.  Mr. Kastle was closing off the walkway in the fence when Mr. Grundei was called to the site.  Upon discussion Mr. Grundei felt Council should be made aware of the situation noting that the change was necessary because kids were coming from the park into Cottonwood RV and vandalizing property.  Council indicated they had no problem with the structural change and closing off the walkway as long as the fence is put back in proper order.
