A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to excuse Councilmember’s Abbott and Balcom due to previous commitments.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

CONSENT AGENDA:
A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to approve the Consent Agenda consisting of the minutes of the regular council meeting of July 21, 2008 and claims warrants 26522-26562 in the amount of $49,597.75 and payroll warrants28026-28073 in the amount of $62,588.27 for period ending July 15th.  Councilmember Hoctor requested a clarification on Page 5 of the warrant register be made to show the warrant to Gerald Matosich was for Tracy Jane Hoctor not just Tracy Hoctor.  The request for clarification was approved as part of the motion.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS:



Public Safety Director Johnson

-- Fire Department


Chief Johnson spoke of a recent trip to Clackamas Fire Dept along with Bert Oswalt and John Halm.  The trip proved useful in that the fire dept received some minor equipment at no charge that the Clackamas Dept no longer had a need for.  An air system was checked out and determined to be what the City Fire Dept needs as a supplement to its existing supply.  The cost would be minimal, a $1000.00, and the Chief noted that with Council consensus he would make the purchase.  Consensus was given.


--Police Department


Officer Mutch resigned his position effective July 31st to move to Wenatchee.  He will be employed with Chelan County Sheriffs Office.  The move was necessary due to family obligations.


Public Works Director Grundei  

Mr. Grundei reviewed work status on the East Side Water Project noting it has been a slow start for a variety of reasons.  The most pressing issue seems to be that the maps the City has are not updated therefore, issues are arising that no one was aware of.  With that in mind, Mr. Grundei requested review of 3 change orders necessary to the project.

1) Broadway, King and Roosevelt have 8” lines that need to be increased to 10” for a total cost of $3213.00;

2) Meter changes at East Main and Garfield, involving 3 separate meters, with meter change and relocation a cost $3500.00;

3) Field findings in a variety of locations show issues or situations that require more work than expected due to the inaccuracy of City maps for a cost of $4427.00.

Council agreed with the change order requests and further noted to Mr. Grundei that they appreciate being kept apprised of situations such as this.  Councilmember Cuff specifically expressed his desire to have progress reports at Council meetings on this and other projects.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:

Capital Outlay Request – PW Utility Trucks


PW Maintenance Supervisor Bert Oswalt along with Chief Johnson went to Portland to inspect 2 vehicles.  The vehicles in question are both 1995 Fords F250, ¾ ton pickups with 5.8-liter motor.  Each vehicle has mileage between 60-70k and a lift gate.  With minimal necessary repair on each vehicle ($1000.00 ea) the total cost for both vehicles will be $6800.00.  These vehicles are necessary as the Public Works Department has full staff and there are not enough vehicles for each employee to have a work truck.  

A motion by Councilmember Johnston, seconded by Councilmember Montanye to approve a Capital Outlay for the purchases of two public works vehicles in the of $4800.00, with the understanding that an estimated $1000.00 worth of work is required on each vehicle.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

Health

REPORT OF MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR & COUNCILMEMBERS: 
City Administrator:  reviewed with Council the various meetings that are scheduled for staff and council.  A pool meeting is being held on August 13th, an employee meeting is scheduled for August 20th, and a budget workshop is scheduled for August 26th.  Mr. Bellamy requested concurrence of Council for the application and budget process only for a feasibility study with CTED and CERB.

Mr. Bellamy also noted a meeting he and Mayor Parton will participate in with Cascadia Consulting.  Cascadia Consulting is an organization that looks at ways to create “Green” cities as a cost saving measure.

Councilmember Johnston:  requested an update on the Hospital situation.  He is concerned that if we do not keep up with this time will slip away and nothing will be resolved.

PUBLIC COMMENT:


Jerry Ream, 802 E Court commented on the situation with the Hospital.  Mr. Bellamy recapped what processes are currently being addressed.  Mr. Ream noted the hospital promises mean nothing if no one is holding them to a timeline.  He referenced Councilmember Johnston’s comment and requested the City follow through and creates a timeline.

A motion by Councilmember Montanye, seconded by Councilmember Johnston to adjourn the regular meeting of Council.  Motion Carried Unanimously.
